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INTRODUCTORY NOTE

Together with René Bonnel, Maurice Duflou was one of
the more important erotica publishers in Paris between the two
World Wars, but unlike Bonnel he tended to avoid the more
avant-garde extremes of the genre, concentrating for the most
part on reprints and only the occasional original work. Duflou’s
longtime association with Louis Perceau—similar to Bonnel’s
with Pascal Pia—produced a number of fine new editions of im-
portant eighteenth century works, and several of Perceau’s own
compositions and editorial endeavors, including Le Keepsake
Galant, a fascinating anthology of shorter erotic pieces, which
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was by Perceau’s own admission “...I'un des curieux de ceux
qu’on publiées sous le manteau au XX° siecle...”. (See Perceau,
327-1))

In addition to being a publisher, Duflou was also a printer,
and there is evidence to suggest that he may have printed books
for others. School Life in Paris (‘Privately Printed, 1923) for
example is pointedly described by Pia (2nd ed., p. 684) as being
merely printed by Duflou, whereas all the other Duflou titles
noted by Pia are French and stated to have been both printed
and published by him. This suggests that Duflou’s work as a
printer for others may have been limited to cheaply produced
English works ‘for the trade’ rather than the finely printed works
he did in partnership with Perceau and others.

Sarane Alexandrian is his book Histoire de Ia Iittérature
érotique (Paris: Seghers, 1989, pp. 314,5) favours us with the
tollowing information concerning Maurice Duflou: —



J’ai connu Maurice Duflou a Paris en 1947, quand
Jétais un surréaliste de vingt ans, et je fréquenté jusq’a sa
mort. C’était alors un viel anarchiste fort distingué, se
rendent 4 son imprimerie habillé en grand bourgeois,
avec un chapeau a bord roulés, un foulard de soie bleu
marine a pois blancs, un pardessus bien coupé, tenant
d’une main sa canne, de l'autre sa serviette bourrée de
livres érotiques qu’il proposait aux libraires spécialés. Il
avait une femme et une fille qui se désintéressaient com-
pletement de son activité; lui-méme il accomplissait
plutdt par conviction libertaire que pas salacité. Il avait
horreur des ouvrages mal écrits, des obscénités insuppor-
tables.

Maurice Duflou possédait, dans une transversiere de
la rue de la Goutte-d’Or, une petite imprimerie ou il tra-
vaillait tout seul a sa presse, tel un artisan d’autrefois; en
blouse grise, il bavardait avec mois devant sa fenétre aux
parisiennes 4 demi fermées, tout en surveillant sa cour
comme s’il s’attendait a subir un assaut. En effet, la police
avait fait plusieurs fois des descentes chez lui, abimant son
outil de travail, raflant ses livres.

[{ knew Maurice Duflou in Paris in 1947, when [ was
a 20-year-old surrealist, and [ visited him until his death.
He was then a very distinguished old anarchist, going to
his printing works dressed as a big bourgeors, with a hat
with rolled edges, a scarf of navy blue silk with white
dots, a well cut overcoat, holding with one hand his cane,
with the other his briefcase stufted with erotic books
which he would offer to the specialized booksellers. He
had a wife and a daughter who were completely uninter-
ested in his business; he himself did it out of libertarian
conviction rather than salacity. He hated books that were
badly written, obscenities that were unbearable.



Maurice Duflou owned a small print shop in a trans-
versal section of Rue De La Goutte-d’or, where he
worked alone on his press, like a craftsman of old; in a
grey coat, he chatted with girls through his half-closed
windows, while keeping an eye on his courtyard as if ex-
pecting an attack. Indeed, the police had raided his home
several times, damaging his tools and stealing his books.]

The list below omits any of the English works that Duflou
printed for others. For those interested in pursuing this matter,
I refer them to Peter Mendes, Clandestine Erotic Fiction in
English 1800-1930: A Bibliographical Study (Aldershot: Scolar
Press, 1993).

Pia (2nd. ed., pp. 294-295) describes this work presumably from a
copy in his own collection since there isn’t one in the Bibliotheque
Nationale; he is not completely certain that it’s a Duflou publica-
tion, but believes from typographical evidence that it might be.
Concerning the proposed date, Pia interestingly notes that Louis
Perceau, who was closely associated with Duflou for many years,
ensured that copies of most of the latter’s publications were depos-
ited at the Bibliotheque Nationale. The fact that there is no copy of
the present work in the Library suggests that it was from Duflou’s

last years as a publisher, between about 1947-1950, and after Per-
ceau’s death in 1942.

I’ve been unable to find any mention of this book in the usual ref-
erence sources, and no copy appears to be listed in the online cata-
logues of the British Library or the Bibliotheque Nationale. The
only copy I'm aware of is in the library of a friend in London, a
collector of theatrical and related works, who kindly allowed me to
examine the book on a visit I made to England. It’s not even certain
that Duflou was its publisher; the date ‘1903’ seems untypical, and
typographically it’s different from Duflou’s known publications. But
Perceau’s connection to it appears to support the supposition. For
his Preface, Perceau seems to have drawn on Ashbee’s notice of the
English original in Centuria Librorum Absconditorum, (London:
Privately Printed, 1879, pp. 326-345), and notes that the manuscript

used for this edition had at one time been in the Soleinne Collec-
tion. How it escaped the destruction mentioned by Ashbee and
found its way into the Bibliothéque de I’Arsenal is not revealed. The
date of the translation is given as 1744, and Perceau suggests that it
may have been done from a printed version published in England
some years earlier. This seems possible, since there is a record of a
prosecution for such a publication in 1704. (An article by Mr. Don-
ald Thomas on early prosecutions of Sodom and Rochester’s Poems
on Several Occasions will be found in The Library, 5th series,
XXIV, 1969.)
